Today at St Bernard’s Primary School, the Year 6 class watched a play called ‘Later in the 
Past’, by local professional theatre company, Action Transport Theatre, who are based in 
Whitby Hall, in Whitby Park, Ellesmere Port. 
 
This was performed in the school playground by performing arts students from Cheshire 
College South and West and was written by a group of young people age 13-17 from the 
Action Transport Theatre Young Writers group. It is a play by young people, for young 
people.  

The play was an adventure story that involved time travel - where Freddy had to go back in 
time to save mum, and Alex needed to travel forward into the future to avoid a very angry 
sister.  

The themes in the play included friendship, honesty, and facing up to the consequences of 
our actions and the aim of the project is to inspire those primary school pupils who watch it 
to get involved in the creative arts such as drama and writing.  

Action Transport Theatre are currently offering free weekly drama sessions on a Saturday 
for the next 6 weeks between 10-11.30am (for age 7-11 yr olds). These will take place in 
Whitby Park (when the weather is good) or at the Ellesmere Port Labour Club (when the 
weather is bad). 

We also offer free weekly writing workshops on a Saturday 11.30am-1pm (age 11+) 
currently taking place at St Thomas & All Saints Church and Trinity Church, plus some on line 
Zoom sessions.
