T3-6: Books will be changed independently by the children as needed. Please make sure their reading record is
in school every Friday so their reads can be recorded for the Reading Rainbow.

Reading Rewards

The children will be rewarded for every read they complete at home (max of 5 per week). Each time they read
they will be able to work their way along the reading rainbow and receive a certificate for every stage they
reach. The aim being to achieve the Golden Book level and become a Reading Champion! Below are the
number of reads they will need to achieve in order to reach the different levels of the rainbow. (This is based on
the children reading on a regular basis over the whole year)
